He will be remembered as the
President who changed the landscape of the University through his careful
attention to the campus grounds and through the addition of the University
Center, the new Linscheid Library and the Hallie Brown Ford Fine Aris Center
and numerous renovation projecis,

Horace Mann Remodel - Phase |l {230-0042)

We request approval to bid and award the contract to the best responsible bidder
to renovate fourteen classrooms (114, 117, 118, 318b, 323, 325, 331, 332, 333,
334, 339, 340, 342, 345) in the Horace Mann Building. The contract amount will
not exceed $255,000.00. Funding for the project comes from the Native Voices
grant, a Title Ill program of the U. S. Depariment of Education.

Horace Mann HVAC Piping Replacement (230-0042)

We request approval to bid and award a design/build contract to the best
responsible bidder for the purpose of replacing the existing HVAC coid/hot water
piping in the Horace Mann Building. Numerous valve problems and ieaks
continue ic interrupt operations of the building. Original blueprints and
engineering documenis will be used. The contract amount will not exceed
$800,000.00. The project will be funded with approximately $584 ,500.00 from
Section 13 and $215,533.00 from the Native Voices grant.

Northeastern State University requests approval for the following projects:

Naming of Technology Building

NSU requests approval to proceed with the naming of the Northeastern
Educational Technology (*NET") Building on the NSU Tahlequah campus in
honor of President Roger Webb. Roger was the president during the
conceptualization and construction of this modern addition fo the historic campus
landscape. Roger served nineteen years as NSU'’s president (1878-1997)
sharing the longest fenure in NSU's history with President Harrell Garrison
(1951-1970). The campus community, NSU alumni and the citizens of
Tahlequah and this region will embrace this public recognition of Roger as he left
an enduring impact on all of them. He is highly regarded here as he led NSU
during one of its most vibrant and creative periods in its fong history. Our
intention is to dedicate the NET Building in April.

Project # 4850037 - Property Purchase
NSU requests approval to purchase residential property located at 208 West
Allen Road in the amount of $35,000.00 plus applicable closing costs. The

house is approximately 1,100 sq. . located on a .36 acre lot. The purchase will
be funded through Section 13 Offset.
