As a consequence RUSO should immediately empanel a
meeting of Vice Presidents for Academic Affairs; grants officers and deans of
Colleges of Education and Colleges of Health to explore system-wide proposals.

(2) Deans of the Colleges of Education should immediately meet with
representatives of CommonEd, Oklahoma Education Association, State School
Boards Association, and Council of Cooperating School Administrators. This
would be to:
