from a 48-hour to a 60-hour master degree program. In addition to meeting nationally
endorsed accredifation requirements, this change will also bring the program in compliance
with Oklahoma Licensed Professional Counselor {LPC) Licensure requirements, which, as of
January 1, 2000 moved from a 48-hour to a 60-hour minimum graduate education
requirement, A clear majority (greater than 90%) of students enrolled in Community
Counseling program in the past five years have completed 60 hours of graduate work by
completing 12 hours of elective coursework, to meet Oklahoma LPC licensure requirements,
even though this is not a current degree requirement, Therefore, this change is required to
meet the SE and Depariment of Behavioral Sciences goal of attaining CACREP Clinical
Mental Health Counseling specialty program accreditation by the year 2012.

First,
prospective students must complete an application for
admission to the Southeastern Oklahoma State University (SE)
School of Graduate and University Studies. After being
successfully admitled fo the SE School of Graduate and
Universily Studies, application must be made {o the Graduate
Counseling Coordinating Committee {GCCC) for acceptance
into the CMHC Master's Degree Program. Please note that
successful admission to the SE School of Graduate and
University Studles does not guarantee that the prospeclive
student will _he admitted fo _the CMHC Master's Degree
Program. Students may be admitted to the CMHC Master's
Degree Program on a provisional, conditional, or unconditional
basis. Students must be granted unconditional admission
status fo complete more than three (3) graduale-level
counseling courses. unless they have been granted conditional
admission status as defined below. Provisional, Conditional,
and Unconditional admission Tequirements are outlined as
follows:

In addition to these academic qualifications, professional
qualifications will also be considered by the Community Coun-
seling Coordinaling Committee of the Graduate Program in
GCommunity Counseling. Factors considered in admitting an
individual to the Community Counseling program include emo-
tional and social maturity, the ability to communicate
offectively, and other personal aftributes believed necessary
for success in the counseling profession,

A student who is denied admission fo the Community
Counseling program may appeal this decision and receive a
persenal hearing before the Community Counseling Coor-
dinating Committee of the graduate program in Community
Counseling. Some of the potential factors considered by the
admissions commitlee Include professional experience, emo-
tionat maturity, and negative life events such as a death in the
family. The committee also makes decisions about other dif-
ficult situations presented by graduate students and/or faculty.
When making recommendations, each situation is addressed
individually. However, some of the possible recommendations
include: a student may continue in the program with no undue
restriction; may not continue in the program; may not continue
in the program without remediation of some kind, such as
personal counseling; should postpone internship; or should
reduce course load. Students may appeal committee
decisions, however committee decisions stand until repealed,
which means that a student may not be allowed to register for
an upcoming semester.

Adrmission fo the MBS pregram in Community Counseling is
only one step in the admission ahd retention process. For
example, a student in Community Counseling must earn a
grade of “B" or befter in Techniques of Counseling to be
eligible for Counseling Practicum, Other peotential causes for
concern by the faculty may beceme refention issues. For
example, if a member of the facully believes the student is
impaired, in any way, and thai student may potentlally harm
clients.

Aftachment A
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Application Review Process:

All applications for admission to the CMHC Master's Degree
Program will be reviewed by the GCCC at the next regularly
scheduled meeting. The GCCC meets at least once during
each academic semester (spring, summer, and fall) and other
times as deemed necessary by committes mambers. Following
the review of a completed application, each applicant will
receive a letter from the CMHC Program Coordinator informing
him or her of the GCCC's admission decision and, for those
admitted to the program, the name and contact information of
the applicant's appointed advisor. The admissions commitiee
may choose o admit students unconditionally {(all requirements
are met at acceptable levels), admit students conditionaly
{requiting certain conditions to be met for later review of
possible unconditional admission status), or deny admission.
Students who are denled admission will be provided with
conditions for re-application in their denial letter, should they
wish to reapply at a laler date.

Students who have completed nine (9) graduate credit hours,
but who have not completed the necessary reguirements for
unconditional admission to the CMHC Master's Degres
Program will not be allowed to matriculate further in the
program until unconditional admission is granted, unless
conditional admission status. is granted by the GGCCC,
Conditionally admitted students may not complete more than
eighteen (18) graduate credit hours without attaining
unconditional admission status.

Admission to Candidacy

Students must apply for Candidacy in the CMHC Master's
Degree Program upon completion of nine (9) credit hours of
graduate coursework. Per university policy, acceptance in a
graduate program at SE does not assure admission to
candidacy in that master's degree program. The student must
make application for admission to candidacy in the designated
master's degree program. Correspondingly, students may not
enroll for more than eighteen (18) hours in the program unti
they are granted Admission to Candidacy stalus in the CMHC
Master's Degree Program. The qualifications for Admission to
Candidacy in the CMHC Masters Degree Program include the
following:

1. Unconditional Admission Status in the CMHC Master's
Degree Program.

2, Malntenance of a 3.00 GPA on all graduate coursework
prior to completion of the SE Application for Admission to
Candidacy document. Students not meeting this
requirement may not enroll for more than nine {9) hours in
the CMHC Masters Degres Program.

A GPA of 3.00 or higher on all graduate coursework completed
at SE, or fransferred in from anofher uhiversity (in compliance
with SE transfer of credit and residency guidelines and with
prior programmatic approval), for the CMHC Master of Aris
Degree is required for graduation. |f a course is retaken, the
last grade will be counted in the computation of the overall
GPA. No grade of a "D" or “F" shall count toward the CMHC
Master of Arts Degree and must be retaken. Students may not
apply any “passffail’ courses toward their Master of Ars
Degree in Clinical Mental Health Counseling at SE.

Retention and Dismissal Conditions

Retention and dismissal conditions for the CMHC Master's
Degree Program are as follows;

Due to the critical nature of the clinical mental health
counselor's role, continued enroliment in the program is
predicated upon the student maintaining an appropriate
tevel of soclal and emotional malurity, the ability to
communicate effectively, and -other personal aflributes
believed by the faculty to be necessary for success in the
counseling profession.

Students are required to abide by ethical standards of the
American Counseling Assoclation, the Amesrican Mental
Health Counselors Association, and other generally
accepted standards of the profession. Further, studenis
are strongly encouraged to become members of these
professional organizations both during graduate schoot
and following graduation. '

Students must earn a grade of “B” or higher in each of the
following four courses required of the CMHC Counselor
Cfinlcal ‘Training Sequence to move forward in the
sequence and to graduate ffom the CMHC Master's
Degree Program: (a) COUN 5423: Counseling Pre-
Practicumy; (b} COUN 5543; Counseling Practicum; (c)
COUN 5923: Counseling Internship |; and (d) COUN 5933:

Students granted unconditional admission status who fail
to achieve and maintain an overall graduate GPA of 3.00
at any point during their graduate pregram of study shall
be placed on academic probation by the SE Registrar. A
student who fails to achieve a 3.00 cumulative graduate
GPA by the end of the next semesler of enroliment shall
be pltaced on academic suspension for a period of one
semester. Afier the mandatory period of academic
suspension has been completed, the student shall be
required to reapply fo the SE School of Graduate and
University Studies for graduate $choel readmission. Once
readmilted to the SE School of Graduate and University
Studies, the student may be allowed to reenroll in
graduate courses only upon approval of the GCCC.
Faifure to achieve a 3.00 cumulalive graduate GPA during
any subsequent semester of enrollment will result in
automatic program suspension, and the student shail not
be allowed to pursue further graduate study in the Clinical
Mental Health or School Counseling Master's Degree
Programs at SE for a peried of no less than two (2) years.

As outlined above, students granted conditional admission
status who fail to achieve a 3.00 graduate GPA after the
completion of nine (9) graduate semester hours shall be

period of no less than two (2) years. After the mandatory
period of academic suspension has been complefed, the
student shall be required to reapply to the SE School of
Graduate and University Studies for graduate school
readmission. Once readmitted to the SE School of
Graduafe and University Studies, the student shall be
required to retake any courses in which he or she earned
a “C” "D, or °F," before the GCCC will consider the
student’s application for unconditional admission status,

A student granted unconditional admission status who
receives a grade of "C" in three (3) graduate courses
{including courses approved for transfer to the CMHC
Degree Plan from another regionally accredited college or
university) shall be immediately placed on graduafte
suspension and will not .be allowed to pursue furlher
graduate study in the Clinical Mental Health or School
Counseling Master's Degree Programs at SE for a period
of no less than two (2} years. A student receiving a grade
of *D* or “F" in any graduate course shall be immediately
placed on graduate suspension and will not be allowed to
pursue further graduate study in the Clinical Mental Health
of School Coungeling Mastér's Degree Programs at SE for
a period of no less than two (2) years. After the mandatery
period of academic suspension has been completed, the
student shall be required to reapply to the SE Schocl of
Graduate and University -Studies for graduate school
readmissicn. Once readmifted to the SE School of
Graduate and University Studies, the student may he
gllowed to reenroll in graduate courses only upon
recommendation of the GCCC, If readmified to the SE
School of Graduate and University Studies and the CMHC
Master's Degree Program, the student must retake the
course or courses in which he or she received the 3™ *C”
or any “D" or "F" and must maintain a cumulative
graduate GPA of 3.00 or higher in that semester and alf
subsequent semesters until completion of the CMHC
Master's Degres Program. These provisions apply to sll
courses taken, with the exception of duplicated coursss
(courses with the same prefix, number, and title}, in which
case only the most recent grade will be used in GPA
calculations. No courses from another college or university
in which a student has earned a "D" or “F" shall ba
considered for transfer to the CMHC Degree Plan at SE.

A student who fails to meset the ethical and professional
expectations of professionals preparing for entry into the
field of Clinical Mental Health Counseling, as outlined by
the current version of the American Counseling
Association Code of Ethics, the cusrent version of the
Frinciples for American Menltal Heallth Counselors
Association Code of Efhics, the current version of the
Southeastern Oklahoma State University Code of Student
Conduct, the cumrent version of the Southeastem
Undergraduale and Graduate Catalog, the Clinical Mental
Health Counseling Student Manual, the syllabi from any
courses in the CMHC Master's Degree Program of Study,
andfor other generally accepted standards of the
profession of Clinical Mental Health Counseling may be:
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(a) suspended from further coursework in the CMHC
Master's Degree Program for a prescribed pertod of time
as determined by the GCCC for reffection; (b} required to
submit documentation verifying the effective complstion of
a program of remediation addressing issues leading to
program suspension as outlined and required by the
GCCC; (c) required to reapply to the CMHC Masters
Degree Program, including additional documentation
veiifying fitness for the profession as required by the
GCCC; andfor {d) required to complete other remedial
activilies as determined by the GCCC commansurate with
the nature and serioushess of the personal andfor
professional misconduct.

8. Courses faken from other institutions will not be
transferable if taken during a peried of suspension or
dismissal from Southeastern Okiahoma State Unlversity.

Student’s Right to Due Process:

Any student who is denied conditienal or unconditional
admission to the CMHC Masters Degree Program or
suspended or is dismissed from the CMHC Master's Degree
Program by the GCCC has the right to appeal such a decision
to the SE Graduate Council. It is the student's responsibility to
initiate such an appeal in accordance with university policies
and timeframeas. Information regarding the appeals process is
available through the SE Schoo!l of Graduate and University
Studies,

Please Note: Admission to the Master of Arts Degree Program
in Clinical Mental Health Counseling does not guarantee
graduation. Success in academic coursework is only one
component of becoming a successful counseling student.
